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DESCRIPTION OF CHANGES FROM PREVIOUS VERSION 

Business Layer Modified

USDA’s most dominant lines of business along with the Federal Enterprise Architecture (FEA) lines of business are represented in this modified version.  Recreation Resource Management is now represented by the broader USDA line of business, Natural Resources and Energy rather than by a sub-function.  Training is now represented in the common enterprise-wide section of the USDA EA under the broader line of business Management of Government Resources.   Loans and Financial have been combined and are represented in the common enterprise-wide section of the USDA EA under the broader USDA line of business, Financial Services.    Federal Asset Sales was moved to the application layer under Federal Asset Solutions because the investment remains in the developmental stages.  

USDA aligned the Common Enterprise-Wide section of the business layer, in a similar process area to indicate that USDA provides centralized services using this technology.  Global Trade was moved to the application layer and is represented by the International Trade Data System in the external section of the USDA EA.  Loans, Grants, and Financial Management was renamed Financial Services.  Training was folded into the Management of Government Resources line of business.    Program Evaluation was renamed Program Oversight to align better with the FEA lines of business.  Disaster Recovery and Business Resumption was moved to the application layer and is represented as the Living Disaster Recovery Planning System.   Supply Chain Management was moved to the application layer and is represented as Web-Based Supply Chain Management System.  

The external section of the USDA EA regards cooperation with Federal partners.  Wildland Fire Management was merged with Disaster Management.  Several items of the USDA external business section were moved to the applications layer including Global Trade, Recreation Resource Management, Loans, Grants, Asset Sales, Human Resources Management, Supply Chain Management (acquisitions).  Consequently, they were moved to the application layer are represented by International Trade Data System, Recreation One-Stop Portal, Govloans.gov, Grants.gov, Federal Asset Sales Solutions, Human Resources Integration Portal, and Integrated Acquisition Environment Solutions respectively.  

Applications Layer Modified

Two applications were added to the applications layer:  the USDA Enterprise Architecture Repository and Work Lenz Portfolio to show that USDA provides centralized services using this technology.   Several name modifications were added in the common enterprise wide and external sections of the USDA EA.
