Sandra Ginyard provided the introduction.  This is the first meeting of the new year.  The IT Workforce website is being redesigned, and will be updated on a regular basis to serve as a source of current information and links regarding IT Workforce and related issues.

Leisa Banks, Privacy Analyst with USDA’s Cyber Security Office, was our guest speaker, presenting information on the Privacy Act – OMB Guidance for Implementing the Privacy Provisions of the eGovernment Act of 2002.

Summary:  Privacy Act was enacted in 1974, and relates to the collection and use of citizens’ personal information (i.e. home address, Social Security number, etc.).  In light of recent events, federal agencies need to be very careful to ensure that citizens’ personal information is not posted on the Internet.  There have been lawsuits brought against federal agencies in the past year because citizens’ personal information has been inadvertently posted on the web.
