The USDA Security and Pii Awareness Poster Contest is open to all USDA employees and contractors. 
Contest Rules
The contest theme “Protect Personal Information” is based on Pii, which stands for Personally Identifiable Information.  This type of information can be used to distinguish or trace an individual’s identity. The poster must focus on the theme and suggest preventive measures to protect information department-wide. (Additional information on personally identifiable information is available at http://www.usda.gov/documents/Get_the_FAQs_on_PII.doc)
All works must be original.  Compositions based on published materials or other artists’ works are NOT considered original.  Source material must be available upon request.

· The theme must be on the poster. All words must be spelled correctly. Electronic submissions are preferred.
· Only one poster entry per employee is allowed. An entry form must accompany each submission.
· The poster must express preventive actions the viewer can take to protect personal information.

· All posters submitted will become the property of USDA, and will not be returned.
· USDA is authorized to use, reproduce, publish, and publicly display the poster and/or design, in whole or in part, in any manner, for any security awareness purpose.
· The winner will be notified by e-mail when the selection is made by the judges.  
· Cyber Security is not responsible for entries that are delayed, lost, misdirected, or incomplete, damaged or destroyed. Entries must be dry and properly labeled and prepared for shipping. Incomplete entry forms and improperly marked CDs or files will be disqualified. Receipt of the Entry Form is acceptance of terms.

Guidelines

· Deadline for poster entry is Friday, September 15, 2008.
· An official USDA Poster Campaign ceremony will be held to announce the winners and runners up.  The top three posters will be used on the USDA Banner page.  All posters will be displayed throughout USDA.
· The Winner and runners up entries will be posted on the Cyber Security Website. 
· Each poster entry must be accompanied by a completed Contest Entry Form.

· Poster entries are viewed by judges on the USDA Awareness Campaign Committee and Pii Working Group.

· Posters may be sent electronic PDF or JPEG in High Resolution not to exceed 500K a height or width greater than 800 pixels to cyber.communication@usda.gov.  
· Or, you may mail entries to Cyber Security, 1400 Independence Avenue, Room 427, Whitten Building, Washington, D.C. 20250. Note: All mailed entries must be sent through U.S. Postal Service or any delivery service.  You cannot use USDA official postage or envelopes for submissions.  Improperly mailed entries will not be judged.
